The amazing prehistoric paintings in Lascaux Caves were 
discovered by a 17 year old boy - and his dog! In 1940, Marcel Ravidat’s dog, 
Robot, fell down a hole, and when Marcel went after him, he discovered cave 
paintings that turned out to be the oldest artwork ever found in the world! Mateo 
loves art, and has two dogs, so Marcel and Robot are his heroes. There are 100 
animals painted in colorful detail in the Lascaux Caves. How deep underground 
does the cave go?
